The First Remembrance Day Poppy

The adoption of the poppy as a symbol of remembrance has

international origins. The first person to use it this way was Moina Michael,
a member of the staff of the American Overseas YMCA in the last year of
the war. Moina read McCrae's poem and was so moved that she composed
one gf her own in response. She recalled later: "In a high moment of

\ﬁ‘e resolve, | pledged to keep the faith and always to wear a red

®6ppy of Flanders Fields as a sign of remembrance and the emblem of
'keeping the faith with all who died."

Consequently, she led a successful campaign to have the American
Legion recognize the poppy as the official symbol of remembrance in April
1920. At the same time, Madame Anne Guerin, of France, inspired both by
McCrae's poem and by Moina Michael's example, also became a vigorous
advocate of the poppy as the symbol of remembrance for war dead.

In 1921, Guerin travelled to Britain and Canada on behalf of the poppy
and convinced both, the recently formed British Legion and the Canadian
Great War Veterans Association (a predecessor of the Canadian Legion), to
adopt the poppy as their symbol of remembrance as well. The first ‘Poppy
Day' in both countries occurred on 11 November 1921.

We have found that by physically listing our objectives, we are kept more
committed to them.

Shawls are distributed to individuals, regardless of religion affiliation. They are given
with love to lend support to the recipient in times of joy such as a new baby, or when comfort
and assurance is needed during iliness, loneliness, or sorrow.

In the past year, 15 shawls were delivered. Each had been blessed at the altar and had a
prayer card attached. Our shawls have been distributed locally, provincially, and nationally.
Since the beginning of our initiative, we have delivered more than 100 Prayer Shawls.

We are committed to supplying shawils for all the residents of our Nursing Home and
Special Care Home.

Making the shawls has become a way to connect with shut -ins. Some personally have
embraced the project, by knitting themselves. In this way, they stay involved with the church
and are giving back.
